Day for Life is this Sunday 17 June 2018. Day for Life is celebrated 

annually by the Catholic Church in Ireland, Scotland, England and Wales. This 

is the day in the Church’s year dedicated to raising awareness about the 

meaning and value of human life at every stage and in every condition. The 

Church has consistently taught that life is to be nurtured and valued from 

conception to until natural death.  

This year the Day for Life will focus on all those It provides an opportunity to pray, reflect, and to choose the ways in which action, 

as well as practical and emotional support can ensure the dignity of human life is upheld at every stage of a person’s life. 

As Pope Francis has said, “The trade in human beings violates the God given dignity of so many of our brothers and sisters, 

and constitutes a true crime against humanity.” Jesus also tells us, “I have come that you may have life, and have it to the 

full”. (John 10:10). 

Many people do not have life to the full, because they are traded as objects and not recognised as persons. They have fallen 

victim to the scourge of human trafficking and modern slavery which are an assault on a person’s innate human dignity. 

This year, the Day for Life has been assisted by the work of the Santa Marta Group. As an initiative of the Catholic Bishops’ 

Conference of England and Wales, the Santa Marta Group was set up in 2014 and brings the church, the police and local 

community together to combat human trafficking globally. 

Through a series of conferences, the Santa Marta Group has become an international alliance of leaders in Law Enforcement 

and the Church from around the world. The work of these 30 members has been endorsed by Pope Francis, who speaks of 

human trafficking as “an open wound on the body of contemporary society”. 

The Santa Marta Group engage with local groups, the Caritas network, and other charities. You can find more about their 

interactions through their twitter feed at @santamartagroup.  One particular partnership is with the Diocese of Westminster 

who run a safe house for women survivors of human trafficking.

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A Statement on Gender from the  
Catholic Bishops of England and Wales (20 April 2018) 
Today there is intense public debate about gender. It highlights 
not only the suffering and discomfort of some, but also raises 
profound questions about human nature, how we understand 
ourselves, relate to one another and our capacity for self-
determination.  
We recognise that there are people who do not accept their 
biological sex. We are concerned about and committed to their 
pastoral care. Through listening to them we seek to understand 
their experience more deeply and want to accompany them with 
compassion, emphasising that they are loved by God and valued 
in their inherent God-given dignity. There is a place of 
welcome for everyone in the Catholic Church. 
Our teaching is that God creates human beings male and female: 
"God created man in the image of himself, in the image of God 
he created him, male and female he created them" (Gen. 1:27). 
This sexual difference and complementarity is within every 
person, for we all belong to families and draw our very existence 
from this complementarity. It is within the family that our lives 
first take shape and our identity is nurtured. These are important 
factors in the architecture of human relationships, orientated 
towards the goods of marriage, the mutual building up of each 
person and the flourishing of family life (CCC 2333). Indeed, the 
body is God’s gift. It is with and through our bodies that we 
make our earthly journey, with all its ambiguities, sufferings and 
joy. This understanding is vital for welcoming and accepting not 
only ourselves, and each other, but also the entire world as gifts 
of God. This understanding also gains greater clarity when we 
enter more deeply into the gift of faith and see in Jesus Christ the 
fullness of our human dignity and calling made clear. This is 
expressed in Vatican II: 'It is only in the mystery of the Word 
incarnate that light is shed on the mystery of humankind' 
(Gaudium et Spes 22 ). Only in the mystery of the cross of Jesus 
does our own suffering find new salvific depth and hope. 
The idea that the individual is free to define himself or herself 
dominates discourse about gender. Yet our human instinct is 
otherwise. We know that there is so much about our lives that is 
foundational. Today we are faced with an ideology of gender 
which, in the words of Pope Francis: 
'"denies the difference and reciprocity in nature of a man and a 
woman and envisages a society without sexual difference, 
thereby eliminating the anthropological basis of the family. This 
ideology leads to educational programmes and legislative 
enactments that promote a personal identity and emotional 
intimacy radically separated from the biological difference 
between male and female. Consequently, human identity 
becomes the choice of the individual, one which can also change 
over time"... It needs to be emphasised that "biological sex and 
the socio-cultural role of sex (gender) can be distinguished but 
not separated."' (Amoris laetitia 56)  
We are deeply concerned that this ideology of gender is 
creating confusion. As we continue to reflect on these issues, we 
hope for a renewed appreciation of the fundamental importance 
of sexual difference in our culture and the accompaniment of 
those who experience conflict in their sense of self and God-
given identity. We all have a duty to protect the most vulnerable. 

SUNDAY SMILE: Nine-year-old Joey, was asked by his mother 
what he had learned in Sunday school. Well, Mom, our teacher 
told us how God sent Moses behind enemy lines on a rescue 
mission to lead the Israelites out of Egypt. When he got to the Red 
Sea he had his army build a pontoon bridge and all the people 
walked across safely. Then, he radioed headquarters for 
reinforcements. They sent bombers to blow up the bridge and all 
the Israelites were saved.” Now, Joey, is that really what your 
teacher taught you?” his mother asked. Well, no, Mom. But, if I 
told it the way the teacher did, you’d never believe it!”
