THIRTY-THIRD SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME - YEAR C Divine Office: Week 1 
 

THE PRESENTATION OF OUR LADY – A FEAST OF PREPARATION 
The Presentation of the Blessed Virgin Mary, known in the East as The Entry of the Most Holy Theotokos into the 

Temple, is a liturgical feast celebrated on 21 November (Thursday) by the Catholic and Orthodox Churches. The Feast 

is associated with an event recounted not in the New Testament, but in the apocryphal Protoevangelium of James, in 
which Mary's parents, Joachim and Anne, who had been childless, received a heavenly message that they would have a 
child. In thanksgiving for the gift of their daughter, they brought her, when still a child, to the Temple in Jerusalem to 
consecrate her to God. Later versions of the story (such as the Gospel of Pseudo-Matthew and the Gospel of the 

Nativity of Mary) tell us that Mary was taken to the Temple at around the age of 3 in fulfilment of a vow. She remained 
in the Temple until her 12th year. Mary’s presentation in the temple draws parallels  to that of the prophet Samuel, 
whose mother Hannah, like Anne was also thought to be barren, and who offered her child as a gift to God at Shiloh.  
Origins of the Feast: The Feast originated as a result of the dedication of the Basilica of St Mary the New, built in 543 
by the Byzantines under Emperor Justinian I near the site of the ruined Temple in Jerusalem. This basilica was 

destroyed by the Sassanid Persians after the Siege of Jerusalem (614). The first documented celebration of the Feast is 
an entry the 11th-century Menologion (ecclesiastical calendar of festivals) of Byzantine Emperor Basil II. The Feast 
continued to be celebrated throughout the East, was celebrated in the monasteries of Southern Italy by the 9th century, 

and was introduced into the Papal Chapel in Avignon in 1372 by decree of Pope Gregory XI. The Feast was included in 
the Roman Missal in 1472 and, although suppressed by Pope Pius V in the Tridentine Calendar, was reintroduced by 
Pope Sixtus V into the Roman Calendar in 1585 and continued as a memorial in the Roman Calendar of 1969.  

For the Catholic Church, on the day of the Presentation of the Blessed Virgin Mary, we “celebrate that dedication of herself  which 

Mary made to God from her very childhood under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit who filled her with grace...” (Divine Offic e 21 

November). Pope Paul VI wrote in his 1974 encyclical Marialis Cultus, that “despite its apocryphal content, it presents lofty and 

exemplary values and carries on the venerable traditions having their origins in the Eastern churches”.  
The 3 Feasts of the Birthday of Our Lady, the Holy Name of Mary, and her Presentation in the Temple 
correspond in the Marian cycle with the first three Feasts of the cycle of feasts of Jesus: namely, Christmas, the 
Holy Name of Jesus, and His Presentation at the Temple . 
Significance of the Feast: There is a special beauty to this Feast. For the people of Israel, the Temple was the House of God  
– the place where God dwelled upon earth. The priests lived and worked in the presence of the Lord. Until she was about 12,  Mary 

lived at the Temple as a consecrated virgin where she might exclusively contemplate God. In an atmosphere of graces at the 

Temple, she was set apart from everyone in order to serve God. Unknowingly, Our Lady began to prepare herself to become the 

Mother of Our Lord Jesus Christ. Mary is called the root of Jesse (Isaiah, 11:1) from which Our Lord Jesus Christ would be born.  

This Feast highlights the fact that Our Lady was predestined from all eternity to become a new temple – for 9 months it was within 

her womb that God the Son dwelled. In the Gospels, Jesus refers to His body as the Temple of the Lord  
– the place where God dwells among men on earth.   
 O God, Who didst will that on this day 
 the blessed ever Virgin Mary, 

 the dwelling-pl ace of the Holy Spirit, 

 should be presented in the temple: 

 grant, we beseech Thee, 

 that through her intercessi on, 

 we may be made worthy to be 

 presented in the temple of Thy glory. 

 Through our Lord Jesus Christ, 

What more worthy person to enter God’s presence than Mary who is entirely pure and conceived 

Your Son, Who lives and reigns with 
You in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 

without sin.  Let us ask her to pray for us sinners, that we may purify our hearts and make of them  one God, for ever and ever. 

a worthy temple for Him to dwell when we receive Him in Holy Communion.  Amen.

PRAYER INTENTIONS OF THE HOLY FATHER POPE FRANCIS FOR NOVEMBER: That a spirit of dialogue, 

encounter, and reconciliation emerge in the Near East, where diverse religious communities share their lives together . 
  

THE NEW LITURGICAL (CHURCH) YEAR 
The new liturgical year, begins with the first Sunday of Advent, also marks the transition from one Liturgical 
Cycle (A, B, or C) to the next. These cycles are a result of the Second Vatican Council, which ordered a change 
in the Sunday readings at Mass so that Catholics would become more familiar with the text of the Bible. As a 
result we now have a three-year Cycle of Readings built around readings from the three Synoptic Gospels - 
Matthew, Mark, and Luke . During Cycle A the Sunday Gospel readings are taken from the Gospel of St 
Matthew. Year B follows the Gospel of Mark and Year C follows the Gospel of Luke. These 3 Gospels are 
collectively known as the Synoptic Gospels.  
WHAT ARE THE SYNOPTIC GOSPELS? 
The word Synoptic (Synopsis) meaning a brief summary. The 3 Synoptic Gospels are very similar & are a 
synopsis (summary) of the sayings and stories of Jesus' life & teachings & reflect a consistent style & theme.  
WHERE IS THE GOSPEL OF JOHN IN THE 3 YEAR CYCLE? 

The Gospel of John is included at particular times in all three cycles . Of the 70 passages  (including repeats) used 
from John's gospel about 30 are in Year B , compared with about 20 for each of the A and C. Most appear in Lent 
and Easter. The Gospel of John deserves to be treated differently. It is quite appropriate that we hear something from 

it in every year. It has been called 'the spiritual gospel', not because the others are unspiritual, but because it has a 
special way of revealing who Jesus is and challenging us to make a personal response to him.  
YEAR OF THE WORD 
Parishes across the country have been given free copies of the Gospel of Matthew to for parishioners to CELEBRATE 

The Year of the Word (available in our churches very soon). More to follow on this very important Year. 
 
 

WORLD DAY OF THE POOR ‘The 
hope of the poor shall not perish for 

ever’  
In his message for the 3rd World Day of the 

Poor, celebrated today (17 November), Pope 

Francis reminds us that “the poor are not 

numbers, but people”, to be assisted, 

accompanied, protected, defended and saved. 

He recalled that this is not possible without the 

humility of listening, the charism of the whole, 

the courage of renunciation. He reminded us 

that to “follow the way of charity, of humility 

and of listening means lending an ear to the 

little ones”, because God reveals himself 

through them. And he asked us not to look 

down on anyone from above . “You can only 

look down at a person from above, in order to 

help them get up”, he insisted. During his 

audience with delegates of the  
Caritas Internationalis General Assembly 
on 27 May 2019, the Pope called for serious 
action in this regard. He urged us to live our 
mission with a style of poverty, gratuitousness 
and humility. He insisted that we cannot live 
charity without having interpersonal 
relationships with the poor: living with and 
for the poor. He denounced any hypocritical 
and deceptive charity that merely gives alms, 
and acts as if to salve our worried conscience. 
For the Pope, charity is not to be equated with  
philanthropic effectiveness, planning 
efficiency or even an overstated and agitated 
organisation. He invited us to cultivate a 
personal encounter with Christ, in order to 
meet him in the poor (see Matt. 25). Do 
have a read of Pope Francis’ message for 
World Day of the Poor.

DEDICATION OF THE BASILICAS OF SS PETER & PAUL  
This Feast (Monday 18 November) helps us move beyond our narrow 
geographical confines to a sense of the universal Church, its origins and 
missionary call ing. Summary: Dedication of the basilicas of Saint Peter in Rome, 
built in the 16th and 17th centuries, & Saint Paul’s Basilica, built in the 19th 
century, both replaced older buildings erected by Constantine in the 4th century 
over the tombs of the apostles Peter and Paul. The dedications of these churches 
have been commemorated together on this day since the twelfth century. 
Each of the 4 major basilicas in Rome has a feast of their dedication in the 
Liturgical Calendar, highlighting the link between Rome and the universal Church. 
The Feast of St Mary Major is 5 August and of St John Lateran is 9 November.  
BASILICAOF ST PETER  
St Peter’s is built on the Vatican Hill, where Peter is thought to 
have been buried. The original building was built during the 
reign of Constantine. The popes only began to live there after 
the return of the papacy from Avignon to Rome.The present 
building of St Peter’s was begun by Pope Julius II in 1506 and for  
120 years underwent many alterations under a succession of architects (Bramante, 
Raphael, Peuzzi and Sangallo). Its final form derives from Michel angel o who di ed 
(1564) before the erection of its great dome. The Basilica was finally consecrated by 
Pope Urban VIII on November 18, 1626. Excavations begun in 1942 discovered tha t 
the basilica was built over a large Roman cemetery: Peter’s tomb is thought to be 
located at 100 metres under the main altar.   

BASILICA OF ST PAULΩ{ h¦¢{L59¢IE WALLS 
St Paul’s-outside-the-Walls (image above) is located about 
seven miles from Rome near Tre Fontane on the Ostian Way, 
where Paul was said to have been martyred and the emperor 
Constantine began a basilica. This basilica was enlarged was  

burned to the ground in 1823. During reconstruction a fourth-century 
tomb was found, with the inscription PAULO APOST MART: ά¢ƻ tŀǳƭΣ 
apostle and martyrέ. A new basilica, on the lines of the old one, was 
consecrated by Pope Blessed Pius IX on December 10, 1854. In the year of 
the Apostle Paul 2008-9 (the 2,000th anniversary of the apostle’s birth) it 
hosted the opening Mass for the Synod of Bishops on the Word of God. 
RELEVANCEOFTHEFEAST  
We are all members of our own local church, but we also are members of the 
mother-church in Rome, symbol of the universal Church. This feast hel ps us move 
beyond our narrow geographical confines to a sense of the universal Church.
