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This Vatican approved Eucharistic Miracles 
Exhibition  formerly opens in our Scarborough 
Parishes, St Georgeôs, Eastfield and St Maryôs, 
Filey this Sunday 7 July at the 11.30am Mass 
at St Peterôs, and officially closes again at the 
11.30am Mass at St Peterôs on Sunday 28 
July, culminating with a Corpus Christi 
Procession from and back to St Peterôs Church. 
The month of July was chosen as it is known as 
the Month of the Most Precious Blood. Over 
80 panels (including the introductory panels) 
will be displayed at St Peterôs, 36 at St Josephôs, 
20 at St Edwardôs, 9 at St Georgeôs and 8 at St 
Maryôs.  

This Vatican approved exhibition is made 
available in the UK by Anna Johnstone who 
is the former Governess of twin brother and 
sister of Carlo Acutis (1991-12/10/2006), the 
young Italian who was responsible for 
cataloguing all the Eucharistic Miracles that 
have happened across the world over the 
centuries. Anna is an expert on the Exhibition 
and on the life of Carlo Acutis.   

As a young boy, Carlo was incredibly devoted to his Faith, attending daily Mass, frequently praying the 
Rosary and making weekly Confessions. After discovering the Eucharistic Miracle at Lanciano, Italy, 
Carlo was amazed by the miracle, and was shocked to find that information about Eucharistic Miracles 
was not readily available. He decided to change this and with the help of his parents, set about collating all 
the Eucharistic Miracles that have been approved by the Church onto a website that he, a computer wizard, 
developed himself.  

Still a teenager, Carlo contracted leukaemia and died. His body was buried in Assisi and has recently been 
exhumed in accordance with Canon Law as a part of the process of investigation for canonisation, and 
transferred to the Shrine of the Renunciation in Assisi. Carloôs body was found to be intact, although it is 
too early to declare his body incorrupt as the necessary examinations are not yet concluded. The cause for 
the sainthood of Carlo Acutis was formally instigated in May 2013 when he became titled Servant of 
God and, on 5 July 2018, Pope Francis confirmed his life of heroic virtue and named him Venerable. 

A FULL PROGRAMME  of events, including Exhibition open times, Masses, Extended Adoration, 
Confession, Prayer, Talks/DVD Presentations & Corpus Christi Procession is available at each of our 
churches, as well as leaflets and notes sheets to accompany the exhibition. It is a great privilege and 
blessing for our parishes to be hosting this Exhibition, and it is hoped that it will help bring about a renewal 
in Adoration of Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament here in Scarborough and across the diocese.
